Preschool
These tie-ins can be used as an introduction to the video. Show the video before telling the Bible
story.

Unit 10: God Loves Us

Lesson 1: Before we learn about Jacob, let’s watch our video. A boy learns that God loves him
and is always with him—even when he is at a swimming lesson.

Lesson 2: Let’s watch our video. God takes care of the boy as he goes to a swimming lesson.
Then we'll learn how God took care of Elijah through a widow and that He takes care of us.
Lesson 3: Before we hear about Moses and the Israelites going through the Red Sea, let’s watch
our video. For the boy, it might have seemed like God did the impossible to help him through
his swimming lesson.

Lesson 4: As we watch our video today, what are some rules the boy has to follow at his
swimming lesson? Those rules help keep the boy stay safe and happy—just like the rules God
gives us. Our Bible story tells us about God’s rules.

Unit 11: We Love God

Lesson 5: Our Bible story tells us that we can listen to God’s Word. As we watch our video, let’s
see some ways the kids listen to God’s Word.

Lesson 6: Before we hear our Bible story about Noah, let’s watch our video. Look for how one
child obeys God by telling a friend about Noah obeying God.

Lesson 7: Let’s watch the children in our video as they show we can love God by thanking Him
when we pray. Then we will hear how Noah thanks God.

Lesson 8: In our video, the boy gives to God by telling his friend what he learned in Sunday
school. Let’s watch to see what he tells her. Our Bible story tells how Joash and the people give
to God.

Lesson 9: Before we hear how Nehemiah and the people worked together to rebuild the walls,
let’s watch our video to see how the children work together for God.

Lesson 10: In today’s Bible story, Jesus talks about love. Let’s see how the girl shows Jesus’
loves to her friend.

Lesson 11: Our Bible story teaches us that one way we show we love others is by forgiving
them.

Unit 10: God Loves Us

Lesson 1: Before we hear what Jesus taught about not worrying, let’s watch our video to see
how one boy learns that God loves him.

Lesson 2: Let’s watch our video about our God who loves us. Our Bible story teaches that we
can pray to our loving God just as the boy in the video does.

Lesson 3: Before we learn about Jacob, let’s watch our video. A boy learns that God loves him
and is with him wherever he goes—even a swimming lesson.

Lesson 4: As we watch our video today, look for some rules the boy has to follow to stay safe at
his swimming lesson. Our Bible story about Noah shows us that, because God loves us, He cares
about our safety.

Lesson 5: Our Bible story tells us about Noah thanking God. As we watch our video, look for
ways the children show they love God by thanking Him.

Lesson 6: Before we hear our Bible story about King Josiah, let’s watch our video. Look for how
the children show they love God by listening to God’s Word.

Lesson 7: Let’s watch the children in our video as they show we can love God by obeying Him
while sharing about Him with others.

Lesson 8: In our video, the boy shows he loves God and makes a good choice telling his friend
what he learned in Sunday school. Let’s watch to see what he tells her.

Lesson 9: Before we hear how David trusted God to care for him, let’s watch our video to see
how the children show God they love Him.

As we watch our
video, let’s see how the girl shows Jesus’ loves to her friend.

Then we’ll hear in our
Bible study how Paul helped Philemon and Onesimus make wise choices.

Lesson 5: In our video, we’re going to hear what prayer is. Then we’ll discover what Jesus
taught the disciples about prayer.

Lesson 6: Before we hear our Bible story about Paul trusting God to answer his prayers, let’s
watch our video. Look for how the family trusts God to answer their prayers for the people they
make cards for.

Lesson 7: Let’s watch as the family in our video shows their faith by making cards. Then we’ll
learn how the Pharisee and the tax collector prayed at the temple.

Lesson 8: Before we learn about praying for all kinds of people, let’s watch a video to see what
the kids say about talking with God.

Lesson 9: Before we hear how one healed leper returned to thank Jesus, let’s watch our video
to see how a family thanks God for what they have.
